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1. Background 

In November 2023, a survey was sent to every household in the village.  Whilst we 

had a good response (170 replies) from both paper and online versions of the survey, 

more than half of respondents (56.5%) were over 60 years of age, indicating 

responses might not be representative of the village as a whole. 

 

A key objective of the Big Conversation event was to attract a much wider age range, 

particularly families with young children, to have their say on how theyôd like to see 

Haslingfield develop in the future.  The Haslingfield Neighbourhood Plan Steering 

Group (SG) were delighted that more than 100 people came along to the Big 

Conversation.  Many also brought their children, who also contributed to the event. 

 

The Big Conversation took place in the Village Hall on Sunday 23 June 2024 from 2.00 

to 5.00pm.  Colourful exhibition displays in the hall showed the results of the November 

survey.  From that survey, the Steering Group had identified five key themes which 

were also set out as exhibition displays: 

 

1. Resilience, Biodiversity and Energy 

2. Connections, Transport and Travel 

3. Amenities and Self-Sufficiency 

4. Character, Heritage and Design 

5. Affordable and Sustainable Housing/Development 

 

In addition to each theme display, there was a blank panel for post-it notes for people 

to add their own comments about these themes ï or put forward any questions or 

suggestions of their own. 

 

As people arrived they were assigned randomly to one of five groups identified by tree 

names.  After a brief introduction from the SG team, people were allocated by the 

name of their ótreeô to one of five tables, each of which discussed one of the five themes 

in some detail. 

 

Each conversation table reported back in a plenary session to the entire audience.  

The results of these discussions, together with information gathered from the 

additional ópost-itô notes, form the basis of this report. 

 

Whilst intense discussions were taking place inside the Hall, children and parents alike 

were exercising their creativity in the Imaginarium marquee outside.  Under the expert 

guidance of artist Hilary Cox-Condron, people worked with recyclable materials to 

bring their ideas about an exciting future for the village to life.  Mini Golf on the Rec, 

an indoor swimming pool and a public water fountain were just a few of the creative 

suggestions made.  Two children who worked in the Imaginarium reported back on 

what they envisaged for Haslingfield in the future in the plenary session alongside the 

conversation table reports.  The ideas put forward by the children are also included in 

this report.  
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2. Methodology  

From randomly allocated badges identifying five tree types, people were split up into 

five conversation tables.  Each table had a ófacilitatorô and a ónote-takerô.  We aimed 

for about 4-6 people per table plus the facilitator. 

 

The timetable for the conversation table was as follows: 

 

Introductions.  Facilitator set up listening in pairs for 2 mins per person.  Ideally each 

pair was with two people who did not know each other.   

 

Questions for introductions: 

¶ Your name 

¶ Where from initially 

¶ How long lived here 

¶ One thing you love about Haslingfield 

¶ One change youôd like to see 

 

The facilitator recruited a note taker who used flip chart paper so all could see 

answers/suggestions 

 

Two questions put to each person: 

¶ What do you really appreciate about living in Haslingfield? 

¶ What would your ideal village be like?  What changes would you make? 

 

The facilitator then introduced the theme (from one of the five above) which his/her 

group would be discussing in detail, explaining that the note taker would report back 

on maximum of 3 key points from discussion of the groupôs theme. 

 

Inspiration Sheets; included in Appendix A, were made available to each table to aid 

discussion 

 

At the end, the notetaker reported back in the plenary session to the main group with 

the 3 key points on that theme which their group had discussed.  For some of the 

groups those involved felt that it would be of value to make available additional notes.

3. Findings from conversation tables and the Imaginarium 

This section primarily summarises the discussions held at the five tables.  Appendix 2 

contains a write-up of the flip chart panels written on the day.  The findings below were 

calculated by counting up the number of times key words or phrases were used.   

 

3.1 What do you really appreciate about living in Haslingfield? 

 

A recurring theme in these answers was that a large number of the participants valued 

the sense of community in Haslingfield ï key words included ófriendliness, sense of 

community, safe/supportive environment for all ages, familyô.   

 

The next most mentioned theme was the number of clubs and societies available to 

villagers.  This was followed in equal measure by access to green spaces/walks, 

access to Cambridge, amenities/facilities, churches; layout/size/setting. 

 

The key words/phrases are set out below.  Some phrases which were very similar 

have been combined into one category.  

 

¶ Friendliness of people (3) 

¶ Village is a good size, something for everyone (1) 

¶ You can find something to do every day (1) 

¶ Great place to raise children (1) 

¶ Great setting (1) 

¶ Community spirit (14) 

¶ Clubs, societies, activities, choir (9) 

¶ Positivity (1) 

¶ Layout of village/circular nature (2) 

¶ Facilities (school, shop, sporting, etc)  (3) 

¶ Access/connections to Cambridge (4) 

¶ View of fields (1) 

¶ Family (2) 

¶ Ancestry (1) 

¶ Churches (5) 

¶ Safe and supportive environment for all ages (1) 

¶ Green spaces, connection to nature, meadow, freedom to walk (3) 

 

3.2 What would your ideal village be like?  What would you change? 

 

Based again on the number of times a word or phrase was used, the two key issues 

raised here were a need for better public transport and better connections to other 

villages (safe cycleways and footpaths).    
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The third most popular theme was the need for fewer big houses and a better mix of 

housing sizes with affordable housing, starter homes and houses for retirees 

(succession planning).  

 

These issues were followed by the need for a pub or village hub, more attention to be 

given to biodiversity and green energy, a desire to retain the current village 

development envelope.  There were also requests for better roads/pavements and 

slower traffic/speed limits. 

 

Some interesting ideas which were put forward were to have an electric minibus to 

take villagers to the GP surgery and Park and Ride.  There were calls for working with 

other villages on community energy projects ï possibly in collaboration with the Parish 

Council ï to explore new energy technologies ï extract heat from river water, 

innovative ways of sharing, distributing and storing power/heat.  There were also calls 

for working with neighbouring villages on biodiversity corridors ï joined up thinking.  

 

The key words/phrases which came up were as follows.  Some similar words/phrases 

have been combined into one category. 

 

¶ Slower traffic/speed limits (2) 

¶ No potholes, better roads (2) 

¶ Decent public transport and bus routes. Radial bus routes to other villages. (1) 

¶ Better pavements (1) 

¶ A pub (6) 

¶ Safer routes out of village no matter how you travel/ Better walking and cycling 

connections to nearby villages  (8) 

¶ Resilience, energy and biodiversity collaboration with other villages (1) 

¶ Biodiversity corridors linking villages (1) 

¶ Teaming up with another village which might be able to have a windmill (since 

we canôt have one) (1) 

¶ Requirement for new developments to provide habitat for what has been lost 

(1) 

¶ Tree preservation orders, more information and enforcement (1) 

¶ Green Energy Land owned by the PC who could lead the process. Join with 

other villages. (1) 

¶ Explore new energy technologies ï extract heat from river water, innovative 

ways of sharing, distributing and storing power/heat. (1) 

¶ Reduce car use, including bus use (1) 

¶ Manage parking around school (1) 

¶ More frequent buses  (6) 

¶ Integrity of village borders. Preserving green belt and green spaces. (3) 

¶ Electric minibus shuttle to Park and Ride and doctors surgeries (1) 

¶ Sports and social bar at village hall. (1) 

¶ Small houses not changing into mansions/Less exclusivity, not priced out (2) 
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¶ Infrastructure (1) 

¶ Lack of building control ï too many bigger houses and lack of starter/retirement 

homes (1) 

¶ Wildlife ï natural mix (1) 

¶ Sustainability of ówildfulô (1) 

¶ Greater array of facilities  in village (1) 

¶ More neighbourliness (1) 

¶ Less traffic around village (1) 

¶ Neat verges/donôt like uncut verges (1) 

¶ Overview of village to see where developments would benefit the village (1) 

¶ Need influx of new villagers to use resources (1) 

¶ Prefer infill, but recognise difficulties of doing that (1) 

¶ Financial support for the church (1) 

¶ Better transport links (in the evenings and early mornings).  Electric bus owned 

by village for this?  Railway station if there is to be a railway. Safe cycling to 

neighbouring villages. (1) 

¶ Longevity of school for young families. Pre-school facilities ï funding for Little 

Owls (1) 

¶ Mix of generations.  Succession planning as generations grow up, grow old, 

supported by mix of (affordable) housing. New developers to build a percentage 

of social housing (1) 

¶ Right mix of housing, a good mix of styles (1) 

¶ Sports & social bar at Village Hall (1) 

¶ Better access to GP (1) 

¶ Community involvement with school (1) 

 

3.3 Feedback from each table 

 

Each conversation table was asked to summarise its discussion on their particular 

area with three key points.  These are set out below.  Some tables supplied additional 

discussion material, which are also included below. 

 

3.3.1 Resilience, Biodiversity and Energy 

 

Key Points 

 

¶ Need more trees and much larger verges around fields that area not mowed 

each year. 

¶ Bats, owls, swifts, etc.  Need to recover what has been lost and incorporate 

habitat into new builds and developments 

¶ We need a community tree planting plan. 

 

3.3.2 Connections, Transport and Travel 
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Key Points 

 

¶ Cycleways/footpaths to Cambridge, Harston and Harlton 

¶ Buses; improve number and frequency of bus services (evening services and 

radial routes)) 

¶ Parking near school and need to pedestrian crossings 

 

3.3.3 Amenities and Self-Sufficiency 

 

Key Points 

 

¶ More housing that is affordable while keeping the village defined 

¶ We need to utilise spaces already within the village ï support different groups, 

including life skills.  Can we subsidise this? 

¶ The provision of childcare is recognised as being important, but not enough 

time to discuss 

¶ Transport ï electric minibus ï travel to Park and Ride 

 

Additional notes 

 

¶ Should we have a Community Hub? 

¶ Extension to the Village Hall? 

¶ Good café 

¶ Wisbeyôs Yard ï people donôt know about it 

¶ Prescriptions in Wisbeyôs Yard? 

¶ Feel there are several places for community to use 

¶ Increase use of Wisbeyôs Yard? 

o Utilise present buildings for village activities 

o Prescriptions 

o Food bank 

o Classes ï affordable ï using village expertise 

o IT support group 

 

3.3.4 Heritage and Design 

 

Key Points 

 

¶ Expansion of the conservation area to take in the rec. and other green spaces. 

¶ Encourage succession planning (housing styles and sizes, social groups) and 

retain a wide mix of housing.  (Although we want to extend the conservation 

area, we do not want to be a óprettyô village like e.g. Barrington.  We like and 

want to retain the wide range of styles and types).  

¶ In developing a design code and approaches to affordable housing, look at 

templates from former times e.g. the terraced housing in School Lane for 

inspiration.  Also discussed doing a review of the Grade 2 listed housing. 
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¶ In design code, value and emphasis the circular character of the village.  

Preserve pathways that offer multiple routes and ways of moving through and 

connecting with parts of the village and walks and look to integrate the linear 

parts; Cantelupe Road, Barton Road.  Also discussed the possibility of stopping 

places and making more of them ï benches, church spaces, etc to create more 

encounter as well as circularity. 

 

Additional notes 

The heritage and design of Haslingfield includes: 

¶ Greens and greenness. Update the conservation area to include the rec. 

Protection for green spaces (e.g. Chestnut Close, Back Lane).  Developers 

need to keep the green footprint of the plot.  The conservation work was done 

a long time ago. Commission another conversation study by English Heritage. 

¶ Innovative templates for affordable housing. E.g. take the blueprint of the 

terraced housing in School Lane.  Itôs a good model for affordable housing, 

including sustainable aspects (e.g. Marmalade Lane as another example).  Be 

willing to challenge assumptions of detached houses surrounded by green in 

order to achieve both affordability and sustainability. 

¶ Grade 2 and other listed houses are not necessarily the best ófitô for modern 

families and living so it is important have a mix of styles and sizes.  In any case 

some more modern houses might not be listed, but are striking.  Do an 

assessment of all the Grade 2 and other listed houses in the village and of 

housing styles to develop a better feel for what we have and what we would like 

in future. 

 

The character of Haslingfield includes: 

¶ Being maintained as a circular village. Barton Road and the edges of Cantelupe 

Road are very isolated.  How to bring them into the circularity and keep 

residents included?  Slowing the traffic on Barton Road.  Perhaps by adding 

extra pavements.  This looks after pedestrians, and also slows the traffic, even 

if it means more one way places. 

¶ Walks surrounding the village and into the countryside (with strong themes of 

emphasising connectedness between human habitats and nature/green 

spaces).  Important to preserve the network of pathways that crisscross the 

village, outside the main paths. 

¶ Water.  Making more of the river and the weir. 

¶ Churches more central to the village. 

¶ Places for gathering.  Places for people to sit and meet.  A larger cafe.  (Is there 

a chance for a community cafe and something like a repair shop or cycle repair 

shop in the empty building on the corner of River Lane and Cantelupe Road?).  

Using the churches more as meeting places. 

 

3.3.5 Affordable and sustainable housing/development 

 
Key points 
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¶ Smaller, affordable homes - can it be a planning requirement and what is the 

impact on infrastructure. i.e. sewage, traffic, gps. 

¶ Not immediately opposed to small greenbelt development.  Can we mitigate the 

loss of space?  What could we gain? 

¶ Should be community owned.  Not for profit.  E.g. Newton dev./space on New 

Road 

¶ Sustainability - Can we be more ambitious than national regulations require? 

What are the environmental priorities? 

 

3.4 Feedback from the Imaginarium 

 

Feedback from the children involved in the Imaginarium; the Haslingfield Manifesto 

for People and Nature; as outlined in Appendix D, demonstrated that local children 

and their families are very much aware of some of the key issues in relation of the 

local ecology and how they could be addressed.  The children also presented new 

ideas about what we could be introduced in the future to meet their needs.  These 

included new additions to community resources from a sandpit in the play area to a 

pop up library, shops and a swimming pool.  Their involvement demonstrated how key 

it is to actively involve the next generation in terms of plans for the future of the village.  
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4. Conclusion 

Overall, the Big Conversation event carried out in June 2024 confirmed that, for those 

attending, being a resident of Haslingfield has a strong impact on the quality of their 

lives and that they were keen to point out positive aspects of living in the village and 

to identify changes that could and/or should be made in terms of future development. 

 

Despite the fact that there was probably a higher ratio of families with children 

attending than represented in those who participated in the paper/ online survey 

carried out in November 2023, there was consistency in the key elements of village 

life identified as being of value and those that needed improvement and these were 

broadly covered by themes covered by the five steering groups. 

 

The variety of comments made in these groups is evident from the feedback outlined 

above.  However the dominant themes in relation to positive aspects of village life 

were very much around the sense of community spirit, local resources and the 

environment.  In relation to changes that would create the ideal village, the key issues 

were around improving public transport and safer routes within the village and beyond 

for pedestrians and cyclists, green issues and the need for a village pub/hub; perhaps 

reflective of the closure of the last of the village pubs a few years ago. 

 

In relation to the particular focus of the steering groups, the three key themes that 

were fed back from these groups are outlined above.  In summary;   

¶ In group 1 on Resilience, Biodiversity and Energy, the emphasis was very 

much on practical ways of improving biodiversity in the village and the greening 

of energy. 

¶ In group 2 on Connections, Transport and Travel, the need for improved 

public transport, footpaths and cycle ways was reiterated as well as parking 

around the school and safe road crossings. 

¶ In group 3 on Amenities and Self Sufficiency, the issues of public transport 

and affordable housing were reiterated as well as childcare. 

¶ In group 4 on Heritage and Design the key themes were expansion of the 

conservation area, mixed housing provision and a design code that explores 

the circular nature of the village. 

¶ In group 5 on Affordable and Sustainable Housing/ development, the focus 

was on how we can be more ambitious than current planning regulations.  

 

Feedback from the Imaginarium facilitated a valuable input from younger members 

of the community reiterating the importance of a focus on issues of ecology as well as 

identifying new facilities that children would enjoy 
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5. The Way Forward 

This event in June 2024 was very much a starting point and as pointed out by the 

group facilitators ñthere was not enough time" and there is a need for ñmore focussed 

events based on the results.ò 

 

In response to this the Steering Group are planning to delve deeper into the issues 

raised in both the survey and the Big Conversation by holding a series of ótea partiesô 

for stakeholders to discuss the five themes above in more detail.  These are scheduled 

to start in October 2024.  To date however we have not had the resources to implement 

one of the recommendations made by H; one of the Facilitators, to facilitate gathering 

of further views from busy families at natural meeting points, such as the school and 

Little Owls at pick up time.  We also accept the need to ensure ongoing engagement 

by the younger residents of Haslingfield.

Some people who responded to our 
survey raised the possibility of 
thinking transformatively about 
energy as a village, like Gamlingay, 
which has its own wind turbine, or 
Reach which has a solar farm.  Both 
generate income for investors and 
the community. 

Local communities can identify 
suitable areas for energy 
developments through a 
Neighbourhood Plan.  In terms of 
wind, however, Haslingfield might 
face an unusual obstacle. 

Within an area defined as the óLordôs 
Bridge Restricted Areaô - which 
includes our entire village - no 
development can take pace which 
could interfere with the Radio 
Astronomy Observatory at Lordôs 
Bridge.  Some wind turbines are 
known to cause interference with 
radio telescopes.

Although there are Lordôs Bridge Policy 
restrictions, Barrington and most of Chapel Hill 
are not restricted. Certain types of windmill 
(such as vertical windmills) may not interfere.

What can a Neighbourhood 

Plan do? 

A Neighbourhood Plan canôt 
alter planning decisions that 
have already been made. 
However we can identify Assets 
of Community Value (ACV). A 
building or other land is an 
ACV if its main use recently or 
presently is furthering the social 
wellbeing of the local 
community. 

Once listed, if an ACV comes up 
for sale, the community has an 
opportunity to make a bid.  
Being listed does not place any 
restriction on what an owner can 
do with their property.  However 
the fact that the site is listed as 
an ACV may affect planning 
decisions such as applications 
for change of use.

In our recent Neighbourhood Plan 
Survey  84% of respondents rated 
housing development which is 
appropriate to the needs of the village as 
Important or Very Important.  Many are 
concerned about the lack of smaller and 
affordable homes, both for retired people 
looking to downsize and for young 
families. 

A Housing Needs Survey undertaken by 
Cambridgeshire ACRE in 2021 found 
there were 26 households in need of 
affordable housing who either live in or 
have a local connection to Haslingfield 
parish.

98% of our survey respondents 
valued Haslingfieldôs rural character 
and access to the countryside. Over 
90% thought we should give greater 
attention to conserving and improving 
nature, biodiversity and green 
spaces. 

Our Neighbourhood Plan consultant 
suggested our plan could flag up 
sites of importance to biodiversity in 
the parish as well as opportunities to 
strengthen ecological networks (i.e.

Through a Neighbourhood Plan, we 
can also apply to designate Local 
Green Spaces, which gives the same 
level of protection from development 
as a Green Belt designation. 

Our consultant carried out an Open 
Spaces Assessment, which advises 
on the suitability of all our green 
spaces for this designation.

As the weather changes and 
extreme events become more 
frequent, planning policies like 
sustainable drainage systems 
(SUDS) are important for managing 
rainfall from hard surfaces and can 
be used on any site.  These 
systems can also address water 
scarcity by ensuring that water is 
treated as the important resource it 
is. 

An example of SUDS in action is 
Lamb Drove in Cambourne.  This 
Cambridge Housing Society 
development of 35 homes include 
water butts, permeable paving, a 
green roof, swales, filter strips, 
detention and wetland basins, and a 
retention pond. 

We should also pay attention to 
areas of flood risk and how this 
might affect development in the 
future.

We like and want to 

retain the wide range of styles and types.)  In developing a design code and 

approaches to affordable housing look at existing templates from former times, 

e.g. the terraced housing in School Lane, for inspiration.  Also discussed doing a 

review of the Grade 2 listed housing.

Additional feedback from H; one of the facilitators 

 

ñI really enjoyed taking part in such a well-organised and positive event.  It was clear 

a lot of consideration and thought had gone into the event meaning we could really hit 

the ground running on the day.  I did wonder how the participants would feel about 

being allocated a group and whether they would be willing to show flexibility in opinion.  

Perhaps the sort of person who attends these events would have a desire to 

communicate about a certain issue.  Everyone in our group, housing, did muse and 

offer opinions on the subject (only at times straying into areas of personal interest 

which was no bad thing). 

 

A suggestion for the ongoing consultation around the development of a village plan 

would be a roadshow!  If there were volunteers willing to tour around different parts of 

the village at different times I'm sure you would pick up a range of opinion.  For 

example school/Little Owls after drop off/before pick up, Saturday morning on the rec, 

a Little Theatre rehearsal, after church, by the cafe.  Also, perhaps approaching each 
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of the village groups to consider at committee level and offer feedback based on their 

organisation would also be helpful. 

 

It is very hard to get people to step out of their routines, not necessarily practically 

having time to participate in events but having the mind set to be open to them.  For 

families the week obviously revolves around school/childcare, work, house work, out 

of school commitments for the children and then trying to fit in exercise, socialising, 

holidays etc.  For my family there are very few 'empty slots' in the week and these tend 

to be spent recovering at home.  I know that all around the village - on the rec, the 

school playground, in homes - people are discussing issues relating to the village plan 

and maybe going to them might be a way to gather more input.  Just an idea!ò

8. Clean up the Rhee of sewage and reinstate River Lane footpath. Sue the council 

if there is no response to the request ï it is not necessary to have this pollution.   

9. Have a young representative, or two, on the Parish Council.  It is their future, and 

they are full of ideas. 

10. Bike paths to Harlton and Comberton/Barton. 

11. Sustainability for Pre-school.
